TIME COMMITMENT

1-2 hours per week during the day or evening; 1-2 hour training given by Literacy Staff or volunteer Learning Opportunity Coordinator; annual 2 hour evaluation and update meeting.
DUTIES

Facilitate drop-in sessions on English speaking or reading for adult learners who are waiting to be matched with a tutor.  Guide reading or English conversation sessions using materials provided. Provide encouragement to adult learners.  
QUALIFICATIONS
