	For your book review to count towards volunteer service time, it must be one paragraph long. Be sure to:

· Include a short summary of the book
· Write about what you liked or disliked about the book
· Avoid spoilers

When posting your review online, you can also give it an Age rating and a Star rating. Make sure your review is made public so that it can be seen.
